I appreciate the emphasis on God's Forgiveness after the Confession portion

of the service; however, I believe the church would grow exponentially if the

collective Confession every week stepped up to the next spiritual level and

centered on the righteousness of believers in Jesus (Rom 5:17) rather than the

reciting of an arbitrary sin-conscious scenario. (A quiet time for private,

personal repentance might be appropriate instead.) I think people look to God

in the church for power to reign in life, and the Bible says this is possible by

receiving the gift of righteousness. I also believe the Bible teaches our

continual cleansing from sin (1Jn 1:7), our imputed righteousness (2 Cor 5:21),

and a righteousness-conscious kingdom of God. (Rom 14:17). Ex: "The blood

of Jesus Christ, God's Son, continually cleanses me from all sin." "Through the

blood of Jesus I am justified, made righteous, just as if I'd never sinned."
